Å  Operate, maintain, and repair chemical and mechanical equipment used for the treatment of the City's water supply.
Å  Monitor and adjust water treatment process to ensure proper concentration of chemicals in water.
Å  Operate valves and various fish handling equipment to maintain proper levels in the Cedar River to comply with regulated
instream flow and ramping rates.
Å  Operate  pumps, motors, and a variety of water treatment equipment.
Å  Monitor the effects of various treatment operations on the water distribution  system.
Å  Utilize apropriate equipment adjustments for reliable continuous treatment of the water supply.
Å  Respond to emergency conditions involving equipment or power failure.
Å  Utilize automated computer controlled systems, such as human machine interface, SCADA, and online reporting.
Å  Manage dam control, river flows and fish passage facilities.
Å  Assist with seasonal fish sorting and equipment operations.
Å  Work is mostly performed in remote locations, and is normally performed alone.
Å  Frequently required to lift objects weighing in excess of 50 pounds.
Å  Must exercise appropriate safety procedures for frequent work around hazardous chemicals.
Å  Must be able to properly use a self-contained breathing apparatus and work in a level A environment in emergencies.
Å  Current Work schedule is: Day Shift on Thursday-Saturday, Graveyard Shift on Sunday and Monday.
Å  Position requires working evenings, nights, weekends, and holidays.
Å  Required to climb and work at heights up to 100 feet above ground level.
Å  Required to walk, stand, or bend for extended periods of time and work in confined spaces.
Å  Required to work outdoors in all types of weather.  (VAF#039-09)

Position Duties

Å  Experience with water treatment equipment such as chlorination, fluoridation equipment, and analyzers.
Å  Experience with Maximo or other work management system.
Å  Basic knowledge of water treatment principles.
Å  Basic knowledge of hydraulics.
Å  Basic computer knowledge.

Å The equivalent of one year education in an approved water works training program or one year related experience in a water
utility.
Å A Washington State Certificate as a Water Distibution Manager Class I must be attained within twelve months of appointment.
