1. Portfolio Checklist ™ (the checklist MUST be filled out and submitted with your portfolio

in order for everything to be complete)

2. Written Communication
Four items, including:

An initial writing sample, submitted during the first quarter of residence. This
may be a paper or an essay exam, and need not be graded.

Two graded papers or, one revised paper, together with a draft (a grade of 2.0 or
better is required).

One other paper the student considers among the best she or he has completed at
UW Tacoma (a grade of 2.0 or better is required).

Select any combination of the following items for a total of four (may use any option
more than once):
