How to Apply  
 

1. Choose your state licensed childcare     

facility. 

2. In not already on file, submit the free    

application for Federal Student Aid 

(FAFSA). 

3. Fill out a Childcare Request Application, 

and have your childcare provider fill out a 

Childcare Enrollment & Cost Certification 

form, W-9 tax form, and provide you with 

a copy of their state license.  

4. Turn in completed materials to the        

Department of Student Services in        

MAT 358. 

5. Apply early! Funding is limited and 

awarded on a first come, first serve basis.  

Check Distribution  

Checks will be made payable to the childcare 

provider. They will be available to pick-up   

approximately the 4th week of the quarter 

(based on applications being submitted     

completely by the 1st week of the quarter).
